What makes a Transcript System?
When you and I started our workshops, we begin with the Bologna Process and what it meant.  You should explain the Bologna Process in your workshops with your colleagues.

Give examples of what a transcript looks like in other Bologna countries or the United States.  Describe what all the necessary parts that make up a good transcript.

Discuss the protection of the transcript and why it must not be easy to copy or forged.

Describe why the transcript protects the integrity of the faculty and the institution.

Identify how you can use both Armenian letters and English letters in the same transcript or diploma supplement.

Discuss the European Credit Transfer System (ECTS) and why it is important for SAUA to use this system in your transcript system.  Also include:


How to convert Armenian Credits to ECTS credits.


What the ECTS grading scale means and how it will be used.

Teach the participants how to use the identifications system for class identification (four letters), course number system and what the four numbers mean, course title (use your colleague in the other workshop in your department to teach this class), and the three digit section number and how it describes the department, chair head, and type of class.  Explain where each of these is placed and why (transcript, catalogue, course schedule).
What else should you include in your workshop?  These are you colleagues you know what their questions and concern are and you know how to address them.
